| WILL RESPECT EVERYONE.
* | will respect, listen to, and cooperate with all youth leaders, chaperones, drivers, and any
other adult at all times.
* | will respect and strive to build up each person in our youth group, visitors, and others.
* | will not bully, gossip, harass, intimidate, demean, prank, physically attack, verbally abuse,
threaten (verbal or written), make jokes or innuendos about ANY person at ANY time.
Bullying will NOT be tolerated under any circumstances.

* | will listen when others are speaking, as | want to be listened to in the same manner.
* | will not disrupt teaching times, Sunday school times, etc, with pranks, goofing around, or
other obscene behavior.

| WILL RESPECT PROPERTY.
* | will respect all property that belongs and does not belong to me. | will not steal, destroy, or
hide things that do not belong to me.
* | will not sit on tables, play rough with games, and be rough on furniture in the youth room.

o Females — when swimming, you are expected to wear a one-piece suit or a two-
piece suit that covers your stomach. If you wear a two-piece the top must be stitched
to the bottom so that the top does not come up.

That means that even if a student wears a one piece that student may
be asked to put on a t-shirt and/or shorts if the leaders deem that suit too revealing.
